about 40 feet. Access to the city is
through one of the cight gates which
dot the wall: the Damascus Gate, the
Dung Gar, the Zion Garte, Herod's
Gate, Lion’s Gate, Golden Gate, the
New Gate, and Jaffa Gare.

The houses in the city ace built
of stone and line the narcow winding
stecets, The city is: divided into four
sections: Jewish, Armenian, Arab and
Christian, Within the narcow confines
of the city arc to be found remnancs
of some of the most sacred and
cherished sites of the Jewish people:

The Wailing Wall — is the only
remnant remaining of the ancient Holy
Temple sitvated on the Temple Moune,
The wall which is part of the ancient
Woestern wall 35 82 feer long and rises
to a height of s9 feer. The Wailing
Wall & for the Jewish people the
holiest of places. According to traditien
God's presence never depares from the
Wailing  Wall. Troughout the ages
Jews have streamed from the four
cozners of the earth to weep and pray
at the foor of the wall. When the
Isracli Army captured the Old City,
hundreds of thousands of Jews poured
into the city to approach the Wailing

Wall. Tt was a magnificent picture
to see our people — Orthodox Jews
wrapped in their prayer shawls, soldiers
with their guns stll slung on theic
backs — as they unashamedly wept
and kissed the wall in thanksgiving and
prayer to God.

The Temple Mount or Mount
Moriah is situated in  the Eastern
Section of the Old City. Here, ac-
cording to Jewish reradition, is the
place where Abzabam buile the altas
w sacrifice his son Isazc; here King
Solomon buile the Holy Temple; here
the Second Temple stood undil it was
destroyed by the Romans.

Jerusalem is the heart of the Jew-
ish people, their spiritual and national
center. The eternal” city. which the
ancient prophees [ooked upon as the
center of world peace and justice. The
city of God which was never forgotten
by the Jewish people despite the many
years of exile and foreign rule. For
as it is written in the Beok of Pealms:
‘If 1 forger you, Oh [Jerusalem, let
my right hand withes! Let my tongue
cleave o the reof of my mouth, if
I do not st Jerusalem above my high-
est joy. The people of Isracl have no:
forgotten.

Jetusalem remained in Jewish hands
from the time of David unil the
year 70 CE when the Romans under
Titus occupied Jecusalem and buened
the Temple 1o the ground, During the
centuries that followed, Jerusalem was
mainly under Arab oceupation who
conguered ‘the city in the year 638
For the Moslems Jerusalem is also 2
bholy city, third only ‘to Mecca and
“Medina, Te is chis association which
led the Caliph *Abd-ul-Melik o build
“the Dome of the Rock in 688 on the
very site where the Temple of Solomon
had stood.

In 1517 the Ottoman Turcks arcived
and their - Sultan, Selim I, occupied
Jerusalem, Ie was Selim’s son, Sultiman
the Magnificent, who. rebuile the walls
of Jerusalem as they stand today.
After 400 years of Tuckish rule, the
city of Jerualem passed into Britich
hands in 1917, When the British gov-
or h A 4 i“ A w0
govern. Palestine, the War for In-
dependence broke out. This was final-
ly. quelled by a cease fire agreement,
which was signed on the Island of
Rhodes on. April 3, 1940. The armis-
tice line was established. The city of
Jerusalem was splic in wwo: che old
city, the historic Jerusalem within the
boundaries of the Hashemite Kingdom
ofJordan; the New City of Jerusalem
within  the boundaries of the New
State of Iseacl.

_ Today, for the first time in almost
2,000, years, the city of Jerusalem —
the old and the new — are again in
Jewish hands. Once again the city
of Jezuglem stands as the spisitual
and. national capital of the Jewish
people. The words of the Bible have
been fulfilled, for “the Lord has broughe
back his people to Zion'. The dream
has become a reality.

Jerusalem the Golden'

The old city of Jerusalem i sl
in-ite general outline, the same as it
was in ancient times. The city is sur-
rounded by a wall of about two miles
in circumference, rising to a height of

Jetusalem is a paradox. No city in
the world is more widely known, yet
none is more privately possessed. Jeru.
salem has existed for more than three
thousand years. Tt has been beseiged,
bumns, sacked over and over again, but
always it has been rebuile. It has
inspited and delighted millions. And
this is the great paradox of Jerusalem:
throughoust its history it has been a

beacon of the spirit and yet always

a center of strife. This i as true today
as it cver was,

Historical Background

The eazliest written evidence for
the existence of Jerusalem appears
about 1,300 BCE in some clay tablets
from Telel-Amamna in Egypr. In the
tablets the name of the city is given
as "Uruselind’. The exact meaning of
this name is not certain bue it is com.
monly interpreted as ‘City of peace’.

During the Biblical peried the city
was  occupied by the Jebusite teibe

from whom it was conquered by King

David about ‘1000 BCE and establish.
ed as his capizal.

So far the history of Jerusalem
had been no different from chat of
many other towns in the region. It
might  well'  bave  disappeared or
dwindled into a dusty mound but for
the decision of Solomon Son of David
to build there a Temple to God. It
was this decision which made Jerusalem
different from any other city in all
time and space. From thar day-to this,
it has been the home and center of
what i called monothesin — the wor-

of Abu-Tor was captured and the
forces moved on to the Valley of
Kidron.

On the Southern front the army
captured strong  Egyptian fortifica-
tions at the rear of Ei-Arish and
commenced its march  along  the
southern coast to  thé Suez. Canal.
The airfield at El-Arish was captured,
The fortifications at Bir-Lachfan fell
and our forces advances to the area
of Gabel-Libney.

On the Northern Sinai front the
city of Gaza was captured after
fierce fighting angd the entive Gaza
strip was in Isracli hands.

The Seventh of June

On the Southern front Israeli
forees were moving westwards and
southwards in order to encirele ‘and
destroy the Egyptian armoured for-
ces, Bir-Gafgafa was captured rand
Jarge numbers of Egyptian armour
was destroyed at the Mitle Pass,
Throughout the day fierce armoured
battles: were raging in all places to
the direction of “the Suez Canal, It
is estimated  that about 1,000 tanks
participated’ in the fighting on cach
side. On' the same day the Isracli
Navy ‘‘and - parachutists captured
Sharm-¢1-Sheikh. The Straits of Tiran
were again in Isracli hands,
-:1The Seventh of June — the 28th
of the Hebrew month of Iyar, 5727 —

was a glorious day for Jerusalem
and the Jewish people. On this day
the entire arca of the ancient capital
of Isracl was again in Jewish hands.
The Temple Mount and the Wailing
Wall were fre¢ from Arab domina-
tion. During the morning all the

strategic  places around Jerusalem
were captured. An Isracli force enter-
cd the Old City through the Lions'
Gate and at 10 o'clock in the morning
arrived at the Wailing Wall.

In the aftérnoon hours Bethlehem
and Gush Etzfon were captured and
towards evening Isracli soldicrs
entered Hebron. An  Israell foree
advancing castwards from Ramaala
captured Jericho. Other forcez at-
tacked Shechem and on the evening
Jericho  surrendered: During  the
night the entire Western Bank was
in Isracli hands.

The Eighth of June

All the Isracli forces moving to-
wards the Suez Canal reached it and
on the following morning the Suez
Canal was aclually under the control
of the Isracli forces. The Sinai desert
was & mass graveyard for the Egypt-
ian army. Thousands of retreating
Egyptian coldlers wandered in the
desert, trying to reach the banks of
the Canal and cross over into Egypt,
The heat and barrenness of the
desert took the life of many of them.

The ninth of June

After continuous heavy Syrian
shelling of Jsracli settlements beneath
the Syrian Helghts (the Golan High-
lands) our forces opened up their
counter offensive. On that day which
was Friday, the Israeli Forces began
to attack the heavily fortitied Syrian
strongholds which were considered
as one of the strongest in the world.

By the cvening, all the frontline
strongholds were taken and the night
was spent in reorganising our forces
for the next attack.

The tenth of June

At dawn the decisive battle began
along the Syrian Heights, At about
10 amm. the Syrian forces started
collapsing. At 430 in the afternoon,
Quneitra was captured and 20 km
profundity of the Ramat Hagolan
was in Israeli hands. One of the
Israeli forces made a daring ascent
of Mount Hermon to capture one of
its strategic peaks.

Thus ended the Six Day War
which resulted in Isracl controlling
an area of 90,000 square kilometres —
more than four times its own size.
During the campaign, the Egyptian
army was defeated and crushed. The
Syrian' army was decisively defeated
and forced to abandon its fantastical-
ly fortified strategic heights. The Arab
Legion was crushed and Jordan lost
most of its armoured forces. During
these six days the Isracli Alr Force
destroyed . about 460 cnemy. planes;
0% of them during ‘the first day
of battle,

The military battle was over; the

. political battle began.

tions, tanker owners began to forestall
mid-Ease area. During the mobilization
stage some tankers already performing
voyages from the Persian Guif elected
to proceed to the Continent via the
Cape of Good Hope in order not to
become trapped in the event that the
Suez Canal should be closed during
their transit. Vessels ballasting  from
the Continent to the Persian Gulf
were heaving to ar the mouth of the
Mediterranean Sea awaiting develop-
ments in relation o the Suez Canal.

The eruption of actual fightng
between Israel and the Arab countrics,
the closure of the Sucz Canal and
the prohibicion of oif exports from
cerrain Arab nations created a tre-
mendous effect on the tanker chaster.
ing market. The volume of charter.
ing  from the Persian Gulf area
increased steadily untii the middle of
June when the major ol companics
began to charter tonnage for 1/3 con.
secutive voyages in blocks of twenty
1o thirty vessels, within a twenty four
houe period of negotiation, The over-
ail amount of tonnage, consisting of
all size tankers and ore/oil cartiers,
chartered during the later two weeks
has been of staggering proportions.
Freight rates have risen from Intascale
minus eighty percent in May, to rates
in excess of Inascale plus 150%. A
great many tankers have secured voy-
age employment through September.

As a resule of the tremendous
volume of tanker ‘chartering ‘dusing
June, there is bound o be a great
deal of congestion ac all loading areas
for some time to come. This conges-
tion situation will depend to a great
extent on how soon the various Arab
terminals are reopened for loadings.
The extent of increase of oil produc-
tion in Venczuela will also have a
bearing on vessel distribution. In view
of the recent volume of tanker charter-
ing, already an established factor, the
outlook for the tanker market for
the balance of the year appears to be
very hopefull for wanker owners. It is
ironic and tragic that it requires a
world crisis to stimulate on over ton-
naged shipping market.

axis of advance broke through the
enemy lines at Um-Katef and Abu
Agela. This force fought all' night
fromy Monday to Tucsday.

At dawn, when this central line
was broken, the third force could
start its hard campaign to arrive at
the ¢nemy's rear and to prevent the
Egyptian forces from sending rein-
forcements to their attacked lines.
The aim of this third Israell force
was to conquer Bir-Lahfan.

In addition to these three Isracli
main  forces, two additional forees
were active on the Southern front.
One in the area of Waadi Korya,
whose purpose was to provent the
Egyptian forces which were concen-
trated. there from cutiing off Eilat
and the Southern Negev, This force
fought the eneémy and capiured a
part of the Egyptian base in Kountila,

The second sub-force was active
in the Gaza strip, moving from South
to North. It arrived at the outskirts
of Gaza and captured Ali-Monthar
post,

On the Western bank, Israeli forces
went into action at noon. After
difficult battle the “High Commis-
sloner’s Palace” was captured after

being taken from the UN. forces by
Jordanian forces. Scveral nearby
fortifications were also capiured.

In the afternoon hours the fight.
ing spread out from the Jerusalem
Corridor ¢astwards to Ramaala. Tsta-
cli for¢ces were already moving on
to Genin  which fell on  Tuesday
morning,

During the night, Isracli forces
started to fight in the buiit up area
of Jerusalem. The first day of the
fighting which was ficrce and bloody
ended with the Old City surrounded
by Israeli army which had establish-
ed land contact with our forces on
Mount Scopus,

The Sixth of June
The c¢ity of Genin fell to the
Israeli army. Fierce fighting was
being waged in the area between
Jerusal and R la which foll
into Isracli hands during the evening.
On the Western front Qalquilye
was conquered and the Isracli forces
were deployed  against - Shechem
(Nablus). Other Isracli forces were
advancing on Shechem from Genin,
